
The Right Way
All roads may lead to Rome, but

you cannot get to heaven on the
Roman road. The only way to get
to Heaven is in Jesus Christ. We
would not want to offend anyone
who might have a different view
about salvation from ours. Our
only desire is to declare the truth.
We would not want to offend God
or His Son, Jesus Christ, our
Savior, by teaching a way of
salvation that is not right. To be
right we must say and believe the
same thing that God said in the
scriptures. That is true confession,
when we say what God said. God
said, "This is my beloved Son, in
whom I am well pleased; hear ye
him." Matt. 17:5 "At that time
Jesus answered and said, I thank
thee, O Father, Lord of heaven and
earth, because thou has hid these
things from the wise and prudent,
and hast revealed them unto babes.
Even so, Father; for so is seemed
good in thy sight. All things are
delivered unto me of my Father:
and no man knoweth the Son, but
the Father; neither knoweth any
man the Father, save the Son, and
he to whomsoever the Son will
reveal him. Come unto me, all ye
that labor and are heavy laden, and
I will give you rest. Take my yoke

upon you, and learn of me; for I am
meek and lowly in heart: and ye
shall find rest unto your souls. For
my yoke is easy, and my burden is
light." Matt. 11:25-30

Prayer is a very important part of
our worship and service to God.
Prayer is a work of righteousness
which we do as believers in Jesus
Christ our Lord. Titus tells us, "Not
by works of righteousness which
we have done, but according to his
mercy he saved us...". Why is it so
important that we do not teach the
sinner to pray for salvation? Well,
first of all we would be teaching
works for salvation.

Paul in
Ephesians 2:8-9, did not say, for by
prayer are yea saved, but by grace.
"For by grace are ye saved through
faith; and that not of yourselves: it
is the gift of God: not of works, lest
any many should boast."

We could ask ourselves the
question, Why did Jesus not ask the
lost to pray for salvation? Jesus
said, "Come unto me...". We do not
come by prayer for salvation, but
by faith. I know you want me to
look at Romans 10:13. "For
whosoever shall call upon the name
of the Lord shall be saved." the
very next verse tells us the right

order of this verse. "How then shall
they call on him in whom they have
not believed..." Jesus said he would
save all who believed the gospel.
That is how that Christ died for our
sins according to the scriptures;
and that he was buried, and that he
rose again the third day according
to the scriptures."

Well what does it mean to call on
the name of the Lord? This is the
life of the believer. We call on him
whom we know as Saviour. We call
the same as the family of Seth.
"And to Seth, to him also there was
born a son; and he called his name
Enos: then began men to call upon
the name of the Lord." Gen. 4:26
